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Litigation History Between Arlington and Bridgeport
 

Scranton, PA.  Arlington Industries, Inc., a leading manufacturer of unique and innovative electrical and communications products, would like to set the record straight on the litigation history with Bridgeport Fittings.  
Bridgeport has been infringing Arlington’s patents since 1999.  Arlington first sued Bridgeport in 1999 for infringing its box extender patent and won a jury trial in 2002. (3:99-CV-01857).  In 2003, the Court of Appeals for the Federal Circuit upheld the jury trial win.  Arlington Indus., Inc. v. Bridgeport Fittings, Inc., 345 F.3d 1318 (Fed. Cir. 2003) TA \l "Arlington Indus., Inc. v. Bridgeport Fittings, Inc., 
345 F.3d 1318 (Fed. Cir. 2003)" \s "Arlington" \c 1 ).  Bridgeport is still permanently enjoined from selling the infringing box extenders.
In March 2001, Arlington filed its first case against Bridgeport on the Snap-Tite products, which Bridgeport settled in 2004.  (3:01-CV-0485)  In the Settlement Agreement, Bridgeport admitted it was infringing two of Arlington’s patents and that the patents were valid.  It also withdrew 23 of its Snap-In Fittings from the market and agreed not to sell the same product or a colorable imitation for the duration of the patent.  
As part of that same agreement, Bridgeport agreed to settle another infringement suit (3:02-CV-0134), admitted that it infringed the Snap-2-It patent, and agreed to take its infringing Snap-2-It products off the market for the duration of the patent.
Thus, Arlington has won two jury verdicts of infringement and a previous appeal filed by Bridgeport to the Federal Circuit Court of Appeals. Arlington also has four permanent injunctions against Bridgeport to prevent future infringement.  The two injunctions related to the Whipper-Snap Products are only stayed pending the appeal, which will likely be completed before the end of 2010.  
In response to the final judgment being entered in Arlington’s favor, Mr. Stark stated that: “Arlington looks forward to the completion of the appeal as we are confident that the appellate court will affirm the jury verdict of infringement.”  
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
